CONSENTED TO ORDER CONCERNING MOTION OF TRAVELERS PROPERTY
CASUALTY COMPANY OF AMERICA FOR RELIEF FROM THE AUTOMATIC
STAY PURSUANT TO 11 U.S.C. § 362(d)(1)

This matter having come before the Court on the Motion of Travelers Property Casualty
Company of America for Relief from the Automatic Stay Pursuant to 11 U.S.C. § 362(d)(1)
[Docket No. 105] (the “Motion”), filed by Travelers Property Casualty Company of America
(“Travelers”); and Travelers having filed the Motion of Travelers Property Casualty Company of
America to Expedite Hearing on Travelers’ Motion for Relief from the Automatic Stay Pursuant

to 11 US.C. § 362(d)(1) [Docket No. 106] (the “Motion to Expedite”), seeking an expedited

hearing on the Motion; and Robert J. Keach, the chapter 11 trustee (the “Trustee”), appointed
pursuant to 11 U.S.C. § 1163 in the above-captioned chapter 11 case of Montreal Maine &
Atlantic Railway, Ltd. (the “Debtor”), having objected to both the Motion to Expedite and the
Motion [Docket Nos. 137, 199] (collectively, the “Objections”); and the Court having reviewed
the Motion to Expedite, the Motion, and the Objections; and the Court having held an expedited
hearing on the Motion on September 13, 2013, and having considered the arguments of the
Trustee and of counsel to Travelers; and the parties having acknowledged that Travelers is,

simultaneously with the Motion, seeking relief from stay (the “Canadian Motion”) from the

Superior Court of Québec, Sherbrooke (the “Canadian Court”), with respect to the bankruptcy
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proceeding of Montreal Maine & Atlantic Canada Co. (“MMA Canada”); and the Canadian
Court having notified this Court that it held a hearing on the Canadian Motion on September 18,
2013; and this Court wishing to coordinate with the Canadian Court, as contemplated in the
Cross-Border Insolvency Protocol (the “Protocol”), adopted by this Court pursuant to an order
entered on September 4, 2013 [Docket No. 168]; and upon the agreement of the Trustee and
counsel to Travelers, and Travelers having waived the requirement, under 11 U.S.C. § 362(e), for
a preliminary hearing on the Motion within thirty days of filing the Motion; the Court hereby

ORDERS, ADJUDGES, and DECREES that:

1. This Court shall schedule a joint, preliminary hearing with the Canadian Court on
the Motion and the Canadian Motion (the “Joint Hearing”) for the next mutually available date
and time, pursuant to paragraph 11 of the Protocol;

2. Unless the Joint Hearing is set for October 1, 2013 by order of this Court, a
preliminary hearing and status conference shall be held before this Court on October 1, 2013 at
9:00 a.m. to discuss the scheduling of, and procedure for, the Joint Hearing; and

3. Nothing contained within this order shall prejudice Travelers’ ability to reassert
its rights, if any, under 11 U.S.C. § 362(e) following commencement of the Joint Hearing, upon
the filing of an appropriate motion with the Court to such effect.
